THE HEALTHY CANTEEN STRATEGY - NEW PPPS CANTEEN MENU STARTS MONDAY

There is a global challenge to reverse an obesity trend in countries like Australia. This is an enormous task
given the numerous environmental influences to which our children are exposed. There are some strategies
that we can use at school, at home, with friends and the wider community that will make it easier for our
children to want to make healthy food and drink choices for themselves.

The NSW Department of Education and the NSW Ministry of Health, Catholic Schools NSW and the
Association of Independent Schools of NSW have all committed to tackling the rise in obesity by contributing
to the new Healthy Canteen Strategy.

The strategy has been informed by a comprehensive evidence report and a consultation process that
included canteen managers, school leaders, health professionals, the food industry, school students and
parents to understand the barriers and enablers for increasing healthy food and drink choices in NSW school
canteens.

All NSW Public Schools will transition to the strategy by the end of 2019. The Australian Dietary Guidelines
and the national labelling system that provides Health Star Ratings (HSRs) on the front of packaged food and
drinks forms the basis of the minimum food and drink criteria for the Healthy School Canteen Strategy.

| would like to acknowledge and thank our P&C Canteen Sub-Committee for the work they have done to
evaluate our menu and make the necessary adjustments to make it compliant with the Healthy Canteen
guidelines. We are now officially registered, but it has taken the team time, effort, critical thinking and
creativity to adapt our old menu and design new items that not only comply, but are appealing to our
children. Earlier this year, our Prefects did some taste testing and gave feedback to the Canteen Sub-
Committee so that they could get the menu just right. Once again, thank you to our wonderful volunteers
for the grit, optimism and zest you have shown to create a healthy and tasty menu for our children.

Why The Learning Pit?

The Learning Pit shows students that it is ok to not know and that not knowing is not failure but rather a
chance to grow. It promotes the idea of a growth mindset and builds a positive learning culture in the school
where students are not afraid to fail and actively seek challenges, focussing on growth rather than levels.
